Regardless of the theoretical approach, all therapy is LGBT affirmative.

NATURE OF AGENCY/POPULATION SERVED

Non-profit human services agency / federally qualified health clinic providing a

comprehensive range of social services. Population consists primarily of adults from

diverse ethnic, social, and economic backgrounds who present with the full range of

psychological / psychiatric disorders. Most are economically disenfranchised.

The Mental Health Services Department (MHS) is the Center’s oldest program,

established in 1971. MHS has evolved from a predominately peer counseling program

into a diverse program utilizing the services of nearly 120 individuals, including paid

staff clinicians, professional volunteers, and mental health interns and trainees. MHS is

an important training site for future mental health professionals and enjoys the active

support of the Los Angeles LGBT mental health community.

DIRECT/INDIRECT SERVICES

Mental health services include Individual, couples, and group therapy. Modalities

include crisis intervention and brief (16 weeks) treatment. Specialized groups are

provided including (but not limited to) groups for domestic violence, anger management,

substance addiction, transgender issues, and healthy relationships. Opportunities exist

for onsite consultation with psychiatrists and medical providers, as well as occasional

clinical interactions with clients of the Children/Youth/Family Services Program and the

Seniors Services Program.

SUPERVISION

One-hour individual supervision and two hours of group supervision each week (provided by LMFTs and LCSWs). In addition, ongoing psychiatric consultation, as well as specialized consultation regarding addictive behavior and domestic violence are also provided.
